The properties of the stars to use by Hubertus

The following positive properties, bound to the human behaviour, are assigned to the stars; 

the negatives being their opposites.

Moon : 


magnetism, intuition, love of the neighbour, sensitivity, pleasure of the visual memory, ambition,

March : 


energy, sense of the justice, loyalty, capacity to take the risks, strength of decision, 

courage, perseverance, will,.

Mercury : 


neutrality, diplomacy, promptness to the welcome, cordial contact, mobility, capacity 

of adaptation,

Jupiter : 

morality, religiosity, conscience of his/her/its own value, honour, property, recognition, 

money and glory

Venus :

love, charm, generosity, sensitivity of the one relative, fantasy, passion, enthusiasm, 

altruism,

Saturn :

conscience of the reality, attachment to matter, providence, patience, aspiration to the knowledge, also of the occult means to arrive to the possession and the power

Sun : 

happiness, celebrity, authority, astral protection

The presence of the moon, March, mercury, Jupiter, Venus and Saturn in a person's 

physical reflection varies between 0 and 6, the ideal average being located between 1 

and 1,5.

The moon and Saturn, March and Venus, all as mercury and Jupiter, are respectively complementary. In the case of a reflection physical ideal staff, these stars would oppose 

with equal values.

Numbers and stars: 1 = moon, 2 = March, 3 = Mercury, 4 = Jupiter, 5 = Venus, 

6 = Saturn, 7 = the Sun, 8 = the Moon, 9 = March, 10 = Mercury, 11 = Jupiter, 

12 = Venus, etc.
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
